
Ask a group member to read John 19:28–29 & Hebrews 2:17-18 out loud. 

Pray together for the Holy Spirit to open your eyes to behold wonderful things (Ps. 119:18) as
your group meets with the Lord. 

Icebreaker: What did you want to do for a career when you were a kid? Did you ever get
the chance to do it?

This week’s passages highlight the humanity of Jesus. What's something every human experiences 
or does that you have a hard time imagining Jesus experiencing or doing?

Jesus took on human form to pay for the sins of humanity (Hebrews 2:17). What does it look like to
live out of the freedom found in Christ instead of being defined or controlled by our sin?

Jesus’ words on the cross remind us of our mission as His
ambassadors. As a group, try this idea to engage in the mission of God
or come up with your own.

Who is the one person closest to you, who is the furthest from Jesus? Share whatever name comes to mind with your group,
then write the name on on a note card, commit to praying for that person’s heart to be open to the gospel. Pray through this
list of people every week this month and consider inviting them to one of our Easter services or planning an Easter event you
can invite them to.

How can you hold each other accountable to respond
to God this week?

Share prayer requests (either as a group, or as
partners/smaller groups)

GOODNESS | That which reflects the Character of God.

When we put away the sin in our lives and embrace holy
living we reflect a holy God.. 
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Because of Jesus’ sacrifice,
God’s wrath towards our
sin has been appeased (this
is called propitiation). Read
Romans 5:19-6:4. What
does it look like to worship
God by walking in newness
of Life?

Reread Hebrews 2:18. We all
struggle with some form of
temptation. What would it look
like for us to be honest about
our struggles and temptations
and point each other to Jesus
for help overcoming them?

Jesus understands our pain, our
burdens, and our struggles
because he experienced the same
during his time on earth. Who in
your life is in pain or struggling?
How can we as a group love or
care for them this week?

Big Idea: God’s heart is to forgive sinners. 
Key Question: Why does Jesus expect the Father
to forgive sins?

Big Idea: Because Jesus is fully human, he is able to
fully save humans.
Key Question: Why did Jesus become fully human?

Big Idea: Jesus creates and cares for his spiritual
family. 
Key Question: How does Jesus create and care for
his spiritual family?

Big Idea: The resurrection is the Father’s vindication
of the Son. 
Key Question: What does the resurrection
demonstrate? 

Big Idea: Jesus suffered to save sinners. 
Key Question: What attitude do we have towards
Jesus’ suffering?

Big Idea: The single sacrifice of Jesus secured our
entire salvation. 
Key Question: What did Jesus mean when he said,
“It is finished”?

Big Idea: We receive the highest acceptance
because Jesus experienced the deepest agony.
Key Question: What did Jesus experience on our
behalf?

We connect dying words to the end of life, but Jesus’ last words were just the beginning. 
This Easter season, we’re exploring seven powerful things Jesus said from the cross. In this series
we’ll draw statements from all four Gospels that mark Jesus’ death and resurrection as the two
most important moments in history. 

Forgiveness is from the nature of God. (v. 8) 
Forgiveness is the plan of God. (vv. 9-10) 
Forgiveness is the work of God. (vv. 11-12) 

To serve as our High Priest. (Heb. 2:17a)
To make propitiation for our sins. (Heb. 2:17b)
To empathize with our condition. (Heb. 2:18)

Jesus’ family is created by belief, not bloodline.
(v. 26)
Jesus’ family is cared for by community, not
cast away. (v. 27)

Salvation fulfilled. (vv. 26-33)
A forever king revealed. (vv.. 34-37)
Forgiveness for anyone who believes. (vv. 38-39)

Scoffers expect Jesus to be miraculous. (vv. 35–38)
Self-righteous dismiss Jesus is capable. (v. 39)
Sinners ask for Jesus to be merciful. (vv. 40–43)

His sacrifice is a once for all time sacrifice. (v. 10)
His sacrifice secures victory forever. (vv. 11–13)
His sacrifice secures perfection for those being
saved. (v. 14)

Jesus experienced the deepest agony. (vv. 1–21)
Jesus received the highest acceptance. (vv. 21b-
31)
