
Ask a group member to read Judges 2:6 - 23 out loud. 

Pray together for the Holy Spirit to open your eyes to behold wonderful things (Ps. 119:18) as
your group meets with the Lord. 

Icebreaker: What is something that used to be easy for you to remember but now has
become more difficult? What’s your favorite trick for remembering that thing now?

Remember that Life Groups are a place where we practice what is preached.
We discuss the Bible for transformation, not just information.
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Judges 2 shows that forgetting God’s greatness and God’s ways can lead to spiritual compromise.
What are some ways that people can “forget God” even while still believing true things about Him?

Idols provide a false source of identity. What are things we are tempted to look to in our culture to
feel valuable, secure, seen, and loved? 

Jesus invites anyone and everyone to follow Him, and we get to extend
that invitation to others. As a group, try this idea to engage in the
mission of God or come up with your own.

Idols often leave people burdened, anxious, isolated, or exhausted. As a group, choose one way to serve people who
may be experiencing those burdens. Look for a practical opportunity to bring encouragement, prayer, hospitality, or
help in the name of Jesus and pick a date or time now to make it a reality.

How can you hold each other accountable to respond
to God this week?

Share prayer requests (either as a group, or as partners/
smaller groups)

Who’s the ruler of your life? The Bible points to only two possible answers: God or self. The book of Judges warns us
about the dangers of self-rule. Again and again, we see God’s people try to rule their lives through idolatry, passivity, fear,
and corruption. Their example proves that our lives will eventually unravel when we trust ourselves instead of God. 
Many of us are prone to that same self-reliance, but God remains faithful and patient. As we walk through this Old
Testament book, we’ll see that it ultimately points to a Savior who redeems our lives when we trust in Him. 
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
